Two leading Yorkshire based art galleries will be exhibiting work to thousands of visitors 

at one of the largest art fairs in the UK. 

Bohemia Galleries, located in York and Beverly, East Yorkshire, will join galleries from 

around the UK and abroad to take part in the NewcastleGateshead Art Fair 09, held in 

the landmark Norman Foster designed building The Sage Gateshead from October 2 to 

October 4. 

Bohemia Galleries is celebrating 12 years in business and has collected art work that 

marks them out in the UK, they help to find art that stimulates a customer’s senses and 

reflect their sense of style.
